Chief Kirby Dendy Retires

A Standard of Service in the Texas
Rangers

Texas Rangers Chief Kirby Dendy retires
August 31st after a remarkable 43 years of
service. At his retirement he will be the longest
continually serving officer in Texas DPS.

He joined Texas DPS in 1971 and served as a
Highway Patrol Trooper in Fort Stockton and
Waco. In 1979 he was selected for the
Narcotics division, spending eight years
tracking and executing drug seizures and
working undercover. He was selected for the
Texas Rangers division in May 1987 and
stationed in Fort Worth until 1992 when he
was promoted to Lieutenant and transferred to Midland.

Lt. Dendy was named Captain of Company "F" in 1995. During his 16 year
tenure at Co. "F" he found time to enthusiastically support the
development of the Museum. He supervised the design of the new Co. "F"
Headquarters building and Education Center and found time to serve a
term as Chair of the museum Board. New ranks were introduced to the
Texas Rangers in this period and Captain Dendy became Major Dendy.

In 2011, Major Dendy was promoted to Assistant Director of Texas DPS
and assumed ultimate responsibility as Chief of the Texas Rangers. Of his
career, Texas DPS Director Steven McCraw stated: "His extensive
experience made him uniquely qualified to lead this unparalleled team of
officers, Kirby has consistently upheld and shown an unwavering
commitment to the values of this department, and he has demonstrated
the leadership skills essential to serving as head of the Texas Rangers."

At 43 years as a State lawman, Chief Dendy served longer than legendary
Rangers Capt. Bill McDonald (27 years) Capt. John R. Hughes (28 years),
Capt. Frank Hamer (26 years), Capt. M.T. Gonzaullas (30 years), Capt.
Clint Peoples (33 years) and even Col. Homer Garrison, Jr. (39 years).

Wakeman. "l look forward to the new opportunities and challenges
ahead."

Wakeman joined DPS in 1998, serving first as a Texas Highway Patrol
trooper in Sulphur Springs and New Caney. She later promoted to
narcotics sergeant in 2003, and in 2008, she joined the Texas Rangers in

e The cadets receive $1500 a month in pay while attending the
training and are in their early to mid-20s.
Sao Paulo is one of 26 states in Brazil.

Texas Ranger Laureates Meeting

Planning the Future

A goal of the Texas Ranger Bicentennial™ is to expand and modernize
exhibits at the Texas Ranger Hall of Fame and Museum. To that end a
group of distinguished historians and authors are guiding the creation of a
detailed "road map' for each of the eras of Texas Ranger history.

On July 19th, scholars of the Frontier Battalion and the Special Force era
of 1874-1901 met for a workshop in the Armstrong Texas Ranger
Research Center. The purpose was to map out the history, political and
economic climate, personalities and events of the period. The six hour
session resulted in a wealth of information and insight into the period.
