Fort Griffin Living History Days
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The past will come alive at Fort Griffin
State Historic Site ( 1701 N US Highway
283, Albany) on October 7th and 8th.
From 8am to Spm both days, historians
from all over will gather to portray life at
the fort and nearby Wild West town as it
was in the 1870s.

Fort Griffin is a Texas State Historic Site.
It began as a cavalry post established in
1867 to protect settlers from Comanche
and Kiowa raids. It was a supply depot
and marshalling point for patrols and
campaigns. When the threat of raids waned, the post was deactivated in
1879. Among visitors to the post were Wyatt Earp, Doc Holliday, Dave
Rudabaugh, and brothers Bat and Jim Masterson who followed the cattle
drives north to Dodge City, Kansas.

Activities will include: military interpretations from various time periods
with artillery, infantry, and cavalry demonstration, blacksmithing, gun
fights, Drummer Boy ice cream, 1800s children's games, period music by
Time Was..., Native American culture and dancing, Texas longhorns, the
Texas Camel Corps, and frontier living.
