Honor Hike Across America

November 4th

Starting on September 10, 2010, Marine Veteran Lance Robinson is hiking
across America to honor the men and women who serve our nation and
communities. On November 4, 2013, Mr. Robinson reached central Texas.
His visit included a stop at the volunteer firefighters station in West, to
honor those who died in the explosion on April 17, 2013. Later that
morning, after his walk along I-35, he stopped at the Texas Ranger Hall of
Fame to present a wreath for the fallen Texas state troopers and Texas
Rangers. After the presentation, Mr. Robinson and his followers enjoyed a
visit to the museum. He left to continue his walk south to the Alamo. As a
token of appreciation, Mr. Robinson was presented with a Texas Ranger
lapel pin by Company "F" Rangers Jake Burson and Patrick Pefia. Also in
attendance for the ceremony were firefighters and police officers from
Waco, Texas.
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History Conference

On November 8th, Education
Coordinator Casey Eichhorn
traveled to the Old Red
Museum in Dallas to
participate in the Energizing
Texas History Conference.
Hosted by the Region 10

focused on the Great
Comanche Raid of 1840, the
largest Comanche raid on
western settlements in the
history of Texas. The raid
devastated the towns of
Victoria and Linnville and
ultimately culminated in the
Battle of Plum Creek, near
present-day Lockhart. The
Tobin and Anne Armstrong
Texas Ranger Research
Center houses several books
on the raid, and the museum
is presently hosting "The
Battle of Plum Creek", a
painting by Texas artist Lee
Herring.
