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Caring for these items requires a full-time professionally trained
staff - Shelly Crittendon, Collections Manager and Assistant Kate
McCarthy. They work with donors and lenders, research and
document artifacts and artwork, do periodic cleaning, conduct
inventories, and assure proper display. Items not currently on
display safely reside in the study collection available for future
exhibits and research.
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A year ago an exhibit was created-Distinguished Service: Living
Retired Rangers featuring a changing display of itemsfrom retired
Rangers. It was made possible by generous support from the
Family of late Texas DPS Commission Chairman Robert Holt, the
Fiat-Chrysler Foundation and the Texas Ranger Association
Foundation.

An array of important artifacts has been newly installed: items from
the 1997 Republic of Texas standoff in 1997 generously donated
by Captain Barry Caver; evidence confiscated from criminals by
Ranger Bill Gunn during his career; a custom Government Model
.45 caliber pistol carried by Sgt. Andrew Carter during the 'Railroad
Serial Killer' investigation. It was purchased at a charity auction
and donated in memory of Constable's Deputy Michael Eakin I,
by Bill and Janet Green.
