Enthusiasts of the book Texas by 
James Michener will enjoy viewing 46 pencil sketches 
and six oil paintings from the book. It is the first time 
these artistic treasures have been exhibited. The exhibit 
includes sketches that were never published in the 
book. 
  
The New Acquisitions display features Italian comic 
book Ranger "Tex Willer," the Texas Tribes/Indian 
Rangers display features tribes who allied and served 
with the Texas Rangers and a rarely displayed Plains 
Indian shield, and the Currency display contains U.S.,
