New Artifacts Donated

This saddle belonged to James "Jim" Newton Geer, who was
born in Manchester, Texas in 1894 and became a Texas
Ranger in 1945 when he was appointed as a criminal
investigator. He worked many interesting cases including the
Texarkana Phantom Murders. In 1955, Geer passed away and
is remembered as an intelligent and diligent investigator.

The style of the saddle is called a Pueblo Saddle, which was
produced by the S. C. Gallup Saddlery Company. Samuel C.
Gallup started creating saddles in 1870 and is thought to have
been responsible for the design of the Pueblo Saddle, which
became the standard for the working cowboy. Thanks to
donor Bucky Geer for the saddle.
