He became a Texas Senator before
becoming the 19th Governor of Texas. While Governor, he was
offered the president's post at Texas A&M, where he served until
his death.

His obituary stated, "It has been the lot of few men to be of such
great service to Texas as Sul Ross." Sul Ross State University, in
Alpine, is named in his honor.
