The Texas Volunteer Guard was a State militia of up to 4,800 men
deployed in infantry, cavalry and artillery units. Speed served in Company
D of the 1st Cavalry, informally called the "Corsicana Light Horse."

After 43 years of service he was the longest continually serving officer with
the Texas Department of Public Safety and the second longest tenured
Texas Ranger. He served in all ranks from Trooper to Assistant Director of
the Texas Department of Public Safety and Chief of the Texas Rangers.
The length of his law enforcement career exceeded even those of the
famous 19th and early 20th century Texas Rangers.

From 1995 to 2011 he was stationed in Waco as commander of Texas
Rangers Company "F" with headquarters at the Texas Ranger Hall of
Fame. He strongly supported the partnership between the State of Texas,
Texas Department of Public Safety and the City of Waco to preserve the
Texas Ranger heritage and share it with present and future generations.
He continued his advocacy after promotion to Chief of the Texas Rangers.

Today, we honor Kirby Dendy and whole-heartedly thank him for his
service to the State of Texas and Waco."
