On Saturday, June 9th at 2:00 pm, the Museum staff hosted a
dedication of the new Tobin and Anne Armstrong Texas Ranger
Research Center-the Legislatively-designated archives and library of
the Texas Ranger Service. Since 1976, the Texas Ranger Research
Center has served more than 120,000 researchers worldwide.
Legislatively-designated as official repository in 1997, its resources
have been used to trace Ranger ancestors and create books, TV
programs and documentaries, novels, and films that have reached
millions.
