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Texas Ranger Bicentennial™ “Most Wanted” List

The Texas Ranger Bicentennial™ is an
opportunity to ready the museum and
collections for the third century of the
Texas Rangers.
 
Recently remarkable gifts have been
made, building a heritage for all
Texans. Rudolph Gleichman, a
Pennsylvania collector, donated a
priceless c.1838 Bowie knife—
presented by Jim Bowie’s brother
Rezin to Texas Ranger Capt. William
Y. Lacey. Mrs. Margaret Hickman
presented an original 1836 Texas
Ranger commission awarded to her
ancestor who helped capture Antonio
López de Santa Anna. Messrs. J. Fred
Bucy III and Joshua F. Bucy
underwrote the restoration of the
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landmark c.1851 painting of Sam
Houston.

Benefactors have asked us to share some of the “most wanted” artifacts to fill
in gaps in the collections, a legacy for future generations. Today we begin with
#1.

#1 MOST WANTED
Colt’s .36 caliber No. 5 Texas Paterson Revolver c.1838-1840

 
Sam Colt and the Texas Rangers were first linked in 1839 when the Republic of
Texas bought Paterson revolvers, rifles and shotguns for its Navy. President
Sam Houston disbanded the Texas Navy in 1846 and transferred some surplus
Colts to the Rangers. Under Captains Jack Hays and Sam Walker, the Colt
became an equalizer when detachments were facing as much as 5:1 odds.
This success led to many other legendary models, including the Colt Walker,
Dragoon, Army & Navy models, Peacemaker and Model 1911. 

Our display Colt No. 5 Paterson is on loan from the National Cowboy &
Western Heritage Museum in Oklahoma. Generous as they are, eventually it
must go back, leaving the official museum of the Texas Rangers without what
is arguably the most important firearm in Texas Ranger history.
