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We Survived the Storm: 205 Hours Below Freezing in Central Texas!

Ice forms on a tree in Waco on Tuesday.

An arctic blast rolled into Texas on
Thursday, Feb. 11th - the worst in 10 years.
It lingered for days causing massive,
statewide failures in electrical generation.
Over four million Texans were without
power and many without water.

The historical complex closed to the public
from Feb. 13th through the 20th to keep
staff and visitors safe and to conserve
limited supplies of power and water. Our
staff security officers and off-duty
McLennan County Sheriff’s Deputies kept
watch for 24 hours on the lookout for
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Rod Aydelotte, Waco Tribune-Herald frozen pipes, fallen tree limbs and travelers
who might be stranded in our parking lot.

City of Waco employees worked heroically around the clock to repair burst water mains
around town and provide assistance and shelters. We reopened on the 21st without
serious damage. Many other Texans were not so fortunate. 

New Acquisitions Exhibit

Every year donations and loans of irreplaceable artifacts of Texas Ranger history are
presented to the Museum on behalf of the people of Texas. The New Acquisition case in
our front lobby is one place they are displayed. From historic documents and photographs
to field gear and personal items there is always something new at the Texas Ranger
Museum.

This time you’ll find an 1852 photograph of Texas Ranger Shapley Ross, a blue and white
china plate from the 1936 Texas Centennial, a custom-made Texas Ranger badge from
the 1930s, and more!

Freeway Construction is Halfway There!

Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) has
announced some upcoming construction activities that
mark the halfway point for the My35 Waco Construction
project! 

By early March, crews plan to shift mainlane traffic from
12th Street to BUS 77 onto the newly reconstructed lanes
on the west side of I-35. That means a smoother ride for
drivers! 

The new permanent southbound exits for MLK Boulevard (Exit 335C) and for University
Parks Drive – 4th/5th Streets – Downtown (Exit 335B) will open once traffic is shifted.

Gant. He served in the Texas Rangers from
1974 to 1987. He passed away on February
12th in Georgetown.

Sergeant Gant was a Marine Corps Veteran and
served in the Texas Department of Public Safety
for 23 years. He graduated from the DPS
Academy in 1964 and was assigned to Highway
Patrol in Marshall. He was later promoted to
Texas Ranger and was stationed in Sherman. In
1982, he promoted to Texas Ranger Sergeant
and was assigned to Company “A” in Houston.
