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Baylor was born August 2, 1832, in Fort Gibson, Indian Territory. In 1845, his family
moved to Texas and later, through the influence of his uncle Robert Baylor, he
attended Baylor University at Independence, Texas before its move to Waco. Gold
fever took him to California in 1854. According to family letters, George could not
find steady employment or strike it rich in the gold fields. Before returning to Texas
he purchased a violin which he kept until his death in 1916.

Artist Todd A. Smith donated two cards depicting Clayton Moore as the Lone
Ranger and Jay Silverheels as Tonto. Smith has been illustrating for the Topps
Trading Cards company since 2011. He is most well-known for his photo realistic
sketches of current and former baseball players as part of the Topps Sketch Series
of baseball cards.

In March U.S. Congressman Pete Sessions and U.S. Senator Ted Cruz sponsored
resolutions recognizing and honoring the Texas Rangers for their 200 years of
service. A signed original was donated by Laura Greenwood who secured the
resolutions.
